You know from the other morning I feel Justin...gave up too much...sacrificed

>his ideals/beliefs. Hear me out (before getting mad at me)....then you can

>set me straight. First, I am not attacking Brian....so you do not have to

>defend him to me. I get that Justin wants Brian back. But, at all costs? Does

>someone really change their foundation beliefs? Or, is he settling?

>Maybe...its not even that. They do look happy..both of them. I get that Brian

>has changed. I am not arguing that point. Yes, I get that Justin has grown up

>and can change his mind about what he wants and what he can live with. Also,

>that he has learned actions speak louder than words. Words are empty

>promises.....That truly mean nothing. Brian has shown/proved to him that he

>cares. Whether Justin realized it or not.

What ideals/beliefs has Justin sacrificed?  I'm not being dense here...I truly don't understand what you mean.  A belief in spoken words?  An ideal relationship is monogamous?  That love can be eternal?  That words are more important than actions?  That the relationship between two men can be modelled on the hetero-marriage model...and succeed?  That happiness means finding that one person who can "complete" you?  That you can find a path through life with no "bumps"...no disappointments...no disease...no failures...no changes of priorities and beliefs?  Are any of these ideals/beliefs worth clinging to...or is Brian doing Justin a favor by teaching him the hard lessons?  Instead of "ideals/beliefs,"  I'd call those "fantasies/illusions."  Brian is only teaching him the Truth.  (I should post this to the group.  I'm sure it would cause some discussion.)

I'm glad my writing helps you understand Brian more.  I don't think like Justin, so I can't decide whether he's "giving up too much."  But, if it brings him happiness, I can't find anything wrong with it.  And being close to Brian again will let him help Brian to discover himself and to change slowly, I think.  It's better to have 80% of something than 100% of nothing.

Something has been bothering me, so I’d like to raise it as a discussion topic here.

As some of you know, I have a fairly one-sided view of the B&J “relationship.”  I have a clear, personal-understanding of Brian…but I’m less clear about Justin’s attitudes and approaches.
